Fruit gives off ethylene gas – and ethylene gas will kill the flower inside your bulbs.

See the depth chart in Figure 6 on page 5. Remove flower heads (deadheading) and let the plant die back before removing. This allows the food supply in the plant to feed the main bulb that will produce next year’s flower.  It is important with tulips that all the dead foliage and petals are removed and not composted. Tulip plants can leave a disease, 'tulip fire' as they die off in late spring.
