Final Project: Create a Website

There is an increasing need for individuals to have a “presence” on the web.  Many of you probably already have a FaceBook page.  However, it is often difficult to combine your “personal information or opinion” with your “public self”.  The need for multiple websites for individuals has arrived.
SLCC requires that all degree-seeking students create a website to display the best of their “academic self”.  Educators call this kind of site an “e-portfolio of your academic work”.  In this assignment, I would like you to:
1. Create your own e-portfolio website.  Although there are many web site hosting and website creation tools, I would like you to choose from the following list:

a. www.weebly.com
b. www.wordpress.com
c. www.yola.com
d. www.google.com/sites (this is Google Sites)

2. The above website creation/hosting applications are all free.

3. Pick one of the above and create a website that has the following:

a. A “Welcome to My Site” section

b. A picture (not necessarily of you)

c. An “About Me” section.  This should be about your “academic self” and should be something that you are willing to share with me and other professors at the college.

d. A “Some of my Work” section

i. Put in a link to a text document (such as a Word 2007 document)

ii. Put in a link to a spreadsheet document (such as one of your Excel projects)
4. Organize your web site and try to make your web site look as good as you can.

To complete the assignment, you must submit the URL of your website.  I will go to this URL and look at what you were able to accomplish.  If you submit this document, you will get full credit for the Final Project.  You must make sure that your URL is publically available to me until August 7th (at least) so that I have time to review it.  After I review your final project, you are free to do whatever you want with your website (expand it, delete it, make it private, etc.)  Remember, all of your Gen Ed courses will require that you post a “signature assignment” on your e-portfolio website, so this is the start of your e-portfolio.
